The Blake family is said to have settled originally in Wiltshire, England and derived its surname from Blakeland, a parish in that county where they were large landed proprietors.  Many families of Saxon origin copied the example of the Normas in prefixing “de” to their names but the particle was generally dropped about the latter part of the fourteenth century.  The first mention of a Blake in ancient records as a surname occurs in the Wiltshire Roll of Subsidies granted to Edward II in the fifteenth year of his reign, 1286, when Robert de Blakeland was assessed to that King’s requirements.


Robert Blake had a residence in the township of Calne adjoining the family estate at Blakeland where he was assessed to the subsidies of Edward III in 1347 to an amount far exceeding that of any other inhabitant of the town.  Humphrey Blake, son of William and Mayr Blake, moved in the early part of the 16th century into Somersetshire and seated himself at Over Stowey becoming Lord of the Manor of Plainfield in that parish to which he added the adjoining major of Taxwell by purchase from George Sydenham.


Over Stowey mostly belonged to the Blakes at one time.  It contained four hamlets.  They were Marsh Mills, Addiscombe, Ely Green, and Plainfield.  The church was a plain structure which contained some monumental tablets of the Blakes.  The manor house of Plainfield stood about a mile from the church and was a god specimen of a gentleman’s residence in the early part of the 16th century.  It had massive walls, an arched entrance porch, and a venerable chestnut tree overspread the building and added to the picturesqueness of the spot.  In the great hall over the fireplace were the sculptured arms of the family as borne by the progenitors in Wilts and Hampshire.  Humphrey died in 1558 and was buried in the church at Over Stowey December 28, 1558.


John Blake, son of Humphrey and Agnes Blake, succeeded to Plainfield and other estates in the neighborhood and to the patronage of the church of Aisholt which continued in the family more than two centuries.  Robert Blake received from his father houses and lands of Spaxton and Aisholt but he resided at Over Stowey.  He was buried at Over Stowey January 26, 1626.  The church in Aisholt was dedicated to All Saints and contained several monuments to the Blake family who remained as patrons and incumbents until the beginning of the 19th century.  The Egmonts then became lord of the manor.


In 1630 William Blake sold his house and lands in Aisholt to his brother-in-law, James Clark.  On March 20, 1630 with his wife, four sons and one daughter, he left Plymouth, England to sail for New England.  They arrived at Nantasket May 30, 1630 on the Mary and John having had a comfortable but long voyage.  They were the first of the fleet sailing at the same time to reach the destination.


William Blake lived in Dorchester in the part now called Milton.  It is believed that William Blake went to Springfield with William Pynchon as early as 1636, the compact there having been signed by him May 16, 1636.
